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On November 19, 2019, the Judicial Conduct Commission dismissed complaints with
a warning against a District Court Judge as to the following Rule violations: Rule 2.8(B)
violation by impatient and discourteous behavior towards certain subordinates, and Rule 1.3
violation that the Judge abused the prestige of the judicial office. The Judge acknowledged
that certain subordinates complained of the judge’s treatment of them as indecorous and
that employees were offended by the judge’s behavior. The Judge only became aware of
these complaints during the JCC investigation. In addition, the Judge used judicial funds to
purchase certain items which might create an appearance of a direct financial and personal
benefit to the judge. However, the JCC found that the behavior and misconduct were
troubling, but relatively minor for which no public sanction was warranted
